This means “Imperial Light Way Gentle Art” and is teaching
the Julutsu as a traditional Japanese Budo system.

KoKoDo BuJutsu (Hard Part of KoKoDo) founded by Soke Irie Yasuhiro
Chief of headquarter and Executive Dojo: Metin Kayar — Hanshi, Liechtenstein
This contains different styles of Bulutsu, which are kept in secret for many years
and are called “Okuden”. 2016 the first part is published called “KoKoDo KenJutsu”

Nihon Bushido Kodo Kai (Bushido-Philosophy) founded in Istanbul 2015
by Co-Founders Soke Irie Yasuhiro and Metin Kayar-Hanshi.
This represents the revival of Bushido
based on a peaceful philosophy in Martial Arts
